Maths


In Maths we will be looking at many different skills. We will be grouping and sorting, comparing amounts including full, empty, longer, shorter, taller and making size comparisons. We will also be comparing numbers looking at more and fewer and looking at and comparing 2D shapes. We will also be describing and making patterns, using positional language and language related to time and gaining an in-depth knowledge of numbers 1-5.

Talk for Writing:


This term we will be using the texts, The Gruffalo and We’re Going on a Bear Hunt. We will be learning to verbally retell the story using story maps, puppets, actions songs and rhymes. 


Read Write Inc:
