Talk for Writing:
This term we will be using the text ‘The Everywhere Bear’ to help us to construct our own journey story.
Phonics, Reading and Writing
We will be embedding our single letter sounds and special friend sounds using the Ruth Miskin Read Write Inc scheme. We continue to learn how to blend them together confidently to read words, captions, and sentences. We will practise reading and writing words and sentences and refining our our pencil grip to form letters correctly.
We have lots of mark making opportunities throughout our provision to practise pencil grip and control and writing for a purpose. 
Please continue to practise your children’s reading materials at home and record this in their yellow reading record books to earn extra house points. 
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Expressive Arts and Design
Creating with materials –We learn how to describe properties and texture and move to music. Being Imaginative and Expressive –We will be exploring how to build narratives in our play.
